SECTION 1 – GENERAL INFORMATION



I.  POLICY AND PROCEDURES.  This Hospital Infection Prevention and Control Manual conveys the basic policies and procedures for the Infection Prevention and Control Program for the DeWitt Health Care Network (DHCN).  

II. APPLICABILITY.  Policies and procedures found here are applicable to all departments, sections, and outlying clinics of DHCN including DeWitt Army Community Hospital, FHC of Fairfax, FHC of Woodbridge, Andrew Rader US Health Clinic, and Fort AP Hill.  

III. AVAILABILITY.  Each inpatient unit, outpatient clinic, and hospital area where patient services are provided will maintain a DHCN Infection Prevention and Control binder that will be available at all times to all personnel.  Contained within the binder will be:


A.  MEDDAC Reg 40-100, Bloodborne Pathogen Exposure Control Plan, and the  Exposure Determination for the unit/department (Current version).

B.  MEDDAC Reg 40-26, TB Exposure Control Plan (Current version).

C.  This Infection Control Manual, January 2004.


D.  A current, approved unit specific Infection Control SOP in concert with the provisions of this Infection Control Manual.

Pertinent references may be kept in the “Miscellaneous” section of the binder including but not limited to: MEDDAC Memo 670-30, The Wearing of Hospital-Provided Scrubs; MEDDAC Reg 1-1, Pet Visitation; MEDDAC Reg 40-120, Monitoring of Biological Spores; MEDDAC Reg 40-36, Management of Regulated Medical Waste.   Sign-in sheets and objectives for unit In-services, quizzes, surveys, compliance documents and other publications relevant to the practice of the individual unit/department should be maintained in this section.
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
