MISSIONS

A list of organizations at Fort Belvoir reads like a
"Who's Who" in the Department of Defense. No
other Army installation in the world can compare
with our diverse, nodern-day mission of providing
logistical and administrative support to over 120
diverse tenant and satellite organizations.

Fort Belvoir is home to Army major command
headquarters, units and agencies of nine different
Army major commands, 16 different agencies of the
Department of the Army, eight elements of the U.S.

Army Reserve and Army Nationa Guard and nine
DoD agencies.

Also located here are a U.S. Navy construction
battalion, a Marine Corps detachment, one U.S. Air
Force unit and an agency of the Department of
Treasury.

Fort Belvoir also houses the headquarters for the
Defense Logistic Agency, Defense Technical
Information Service, Defense Contract Audit
Agency, Defense National Stockpile Center, the
Defense Fuel Supply Center and Army Materiel
Command.

All these agencies play important roles in Fort
Belvoir's global mission to provide worldwide
logistical and administrative support to al the armed
services.

HISTORY

Fort Belvoir's history is interwoven with the birth of
our nation, as well as the founding of Fairfax County,
Va

Like most land in colonial America, the 8,656-acre
tract along the Potomac River that is now Fort
Belvoir was part of a grant from a 17th-century
English king. The land was handed down through
the Culpepper family to Thomas, the sixth Lord
Fairfax, who, in 1734 persuaded his cousin, Col.
William Fairfax, to come to Virginia and oversee the
family's holdings.

In 1741, Col. Fairfax built his home on 2,000 acres of
what is now much of the South Post peninsula. The
mansion sat on a high bluff overlooking the Potomac.
Col. Fairfax named the estate Belvoir, which means
"beautiful to see.”

One of Col. Fairfax's sons, George William, was
friendly with young George Washington, who, at age
16, came to live with his half-brother at nearby
Mount Vernon. George William and his wife, Sally
Cary, made Belvoir a center of culture and
aristocratic elegance in the Virginia wilderness, and
they frequently entertained the wealthy landowners
from the nearby plantations. Washington was a
frequent guest at Belvoir.

Col. Fairfax died in 1757, and he and his second
wife, Deborah, are buried on the estate grounds.
George William and Sally returned to England in
1773, and Belvoir was rented until 1783, when it was
mostly destroyed by cannon fire in the War of 1812.



The estate remained in private hands, though largely
uninhabited, until 1910, when the District of
Columbia purchased 1,500 acres for a proposed
prison. Local citizens objected to the plan, and the
land was transferred to the War Department in 1912.

In 1915, engineer troops from Washington Barracks,
now Fort McNair, established Camp Belvoir as arifle
range and training camp. The name was changed to
Camp A.A. Humphreys in 1917 when a major camp
was constructed during an unusually bitter winter to
train engineer replacements for World War |I. The
post was renamed Fort Humphreys in 1922 to
indicate its permanent status, and became Fort
Belvoir in 1935.

In 1988, the post was transferred from the Training
and Doctrine Command to the Military District of
Washington. In 1989, the last Engineer School class
graduated from Belvoir and the school completed its
move to its new home at Fort Leonard Wood, Mo.

Today, the mission of the post is to provide essential
administrative support to assigned and tenant
organizations.

In spite of development, Fort Belvoir approved a
landmark plan to protect wildlife habitat on the post,
adding 600 acres to the post's already 1,450 acres of
forest, wetlands and shoreline that have been set
aside for wildlife refuge. Welcome. We're glad
you're here!

GETTING HERE

If you are traveling by airplane, Reagan National
Airport is located 12 miles from Fort Belvoir. One of
the busiest airports in the country, Reagan National
Airport has daily flights throughout the continental
United States as well as overseas. Dulles
International Airport is approximately 45 minutes
from Fort Belvoir.

An Amtrak station is located just six miles from Fort
Belvoir's main gate.

If you are driving to Fort Belvoir from the North
(Washington D.C.), take Interstate 95 South. Exit the
Fairfax County Parkway/Backlick Road (7100) exit
166A. Take the Fairfax County Parkway to its end at

Richmond Highway (U.S. Route 1). Turn left onto
Route 1. At the first light, on the right, is the entrance
for Tulley gate on Fort Belvoir. This is the main
entance to the post Monday through Friday from
0500-1900.  After hours on weekdays, and on
weekends and holidays, use Pence Gate, which is the
next entrance on the right.

If you are traveling fromthe South (Richmond), take
[-95 North to U.S. Route 1/Richmond Highway, Exit
161 B. You will travel approximately 5 miles to Fort
Belvoir. Continue through the light at the Fairfax
County Parkway. At the next light, turn right to go to
the Tulley Gate entrance.

INSTALLATION VEHICLE REGISTRATION
PROCESS
(Monday-Friday 0500 to 1900, excluding holidays)

The Visitor Processing Operations Center is located
just inside Tulley Gate, Monday through Friday from
0500 to 1900. After hours, on weekends and on
holidays, visitors should enter Pence Gate,
immediately north of Tulley on Route 1.

Vehicles without installation decals must enter Tulley
Gate (or Pence Gate after hours) to obtain a decal or
pass.

If avehicleis arental vehicle, the driver can obtain a
one-day pass a pass for the length of the rental. To

do this, personnel will need to present their rental

agreement, driver's license, and DoD Identification

card (military or civilian).

To obtain a permanent decal for vehicles that are not
rentals, the driver will need his’/her driver's license,
vehicle registration, and proof of insurance.

(After 1900 hours on weekdays, on Weekends and
Holidays)

Vehicles without a decal must enter Pence Gate and
will be subject to 100% search before entering post.
To obtain a pass or decal, drivers must go to the
Provost Marshall Office (PMO) between the hours of
0700-1900. PMO is located on Abbott Road. To
reach PMO, you will enter Pence Gate on Belvoir
Road. At the intersection where the main chapel is
located, urn right onto 12th Street. At the next
traffic light, bear right onto Gunston Road. Proceed
North on Gunston Road until you reach Abbott Road.
Turn right onto Abbott Road, PMO will be on your
left.



TEMPORARY LODGING

Temporary lodging rooms are available for new
arrivals and visitors in PCS and TDY status. The
cost varies from $46 to $92 a night, depending upon
the location and type of room, plus $5 for a second
person and $3 for a third person. Fort Belvoir has
531 rooms available and 20 distinguished visitor
rooms. Fort Belvoir's temporary lodging office is
located in Bldg. 470, 9775 Gaillasd Road. The
reservations desk is open 24 hours aday. Telephone
(703)704-8300/8600 or (800) 295-9750.

IN-PROCESSING

All soldiers arriving to Fort Belvoir will report to
their assigned units before in-processing. The first
stop for in-processing is the Tricare Service Center
located in DeWitt Army Community Hospital.
Soldiers must enroll themselves and their dependents
(if applicable) in Tricare before in-processing
through the Military Personnel Division (MPD). In-
processing at MPD is conducted on an individual
basis Mon, Wed, Thurs, from 0900-1630 and Tues
from 1300-1630.

MILITARY FINANCE

Soldiers arriving and departing Fort Belvoir must
process through the finance office located in Bldg.
219, 9875 Michie Place. Duty hours for Finance are
0800 to 1545 Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursdays and
Fridays, and Wednesdays 0800 - 1200. Telephone:
(703) 805-2501/2598, DSN 655-2501/2598. Finance
in-processing

briefings are held on Tuesdays at the Barden
Education Center, Bldg 1017 (October-April) and on
Tuesdays and Thursdays (May-September) at 0800.

IDENTIFICATION CARDS

Fort Belvair's ID card section is located in Bldg. 213,
20th St., phone (703) 805-3405/3341. Duty hours for
ID Cards/Deers enrollment are from 9 am. to 4 p.m.
Mondays - Fridays, except for Wednesdays 9 am. to
7 p.m. Duty hours for in / out processing are 9 am.
to 4 p.m. Mondays, Wednesdays, Thursdays and
Fridays, and 1to 4 p.m. Tuesdays. The AG's officeis
in Bldg. 213.

DEERS
The DEERS office is co-located with the ID card

section. Telephone and hours of operation are the
same as the ID card section.

SCHOOLS

Fairfax County

Students living on Fort Belvoir will attend Fairfax
County Public Schools. Many families live off post,
south of Fort Belvoir, in the Prince William County
School District. Information on these schools can be
found in the Education section. The 2003/2004
school calendar is similar in both Fairfax and Prince
William County School systems. School starts 2
September with the Thanksgiving break November
27-28. Winter break is from December 22 to January
3, with classes beginning the 5th. Spring break is
April 59 in Fairfax County, and April 5-12 in Prince
William County. The last day of school is scheduled
for June 17th barring any weather make up days.

The grading periods for Fairfax County Schools are
as follows: 1st reporting period is September 2
through October 31; the 2nd grading period is
November 5 through January 23; the 3rd grading
period is January 28 through April 1; and the 4th
grading period is April 12th through June.

The grading periods for Prince William County
Schools are as follows: 1st reporting period is
September 4th through November 4th; the 2nd
grading period is November 5 through January 23;
the 3rd is January 27 through April 1; and the 4th is
April 13th through June 17th.

Fairfax County High Schools require 22 credits for
graduation as follow: 4 English, 3 Mathematics, 3
Laboratory Science, 4 History and Social Sciences 2
Health and Physical Education, 1 Fine Arts or
Practical Arts, and 5 Electives.

Prince William County High schools require 22
credits as follows: 4 English, 2 Math, 2 Science, 1
Math or Science, 3 Social Studies, 2 Health and
Physical Education, 1 Fine or Practical Art, and 7
Electives.

Parents must provide the following to register
students:

*Proof of residency such as a house contract, lease
agreement, or resident manager's letter.

*Proof of birth/citizenship.

*Social security number.

*Certificate of recent (within 12 months) physical
examination (form MCH213D) for children in
kindergarten through sixth grade, and kindergarten
through twelfth grade for foreign students. U.S.
transfer students may submit evidence that a physical



examination was completed prior to enrolling in a
previousschool.

*Shot records that document DPT, Polio, MMR,
complete with dates of immunization. One dose of
DPT and polio must have been given after the
student's fourth birthday. The MMR must have been
given at age 12 months or older, and a second
measles or MMR is required of al students. All
students born on or after January 11, 1994, must have
been given 3 doses of Hepatitis B. For all children
born after January 1, 1997, one dose of varicella
vaccine is required, administered not earlier than the
age of 12 months. All students who have resided in a
foreign country (except Canada, Western Europe,
Australia and New Zealand) during the last three
years for a consecutive period of five or more months
must provide proof of negative tuberculin screening
or testing.

* Documentation of previous educational programs.
*All children entering 6th grade are required to have
the Hepititis B vaccine.

The phone number for Fairfax County schools central
registration is (703) 876-5219. Prince William
County schools registration number is (703) 791-
7257.  With few exceptions, registrations are
conducted at the school the student will attend.

SPECIAL EDUCATION

Special Education and related services are offered in
the public schools. Students are referred by the Child
Study Committee for evaluation. If the committee
determines that the student has a disabilty and
requires specia education and related services, an
Individualized Education Program (IEP) will be
developed to provide free, appropriate, public
education in the least restrictive environment.

Fairfax County Schools have 17 Special Education
Programs. Contact the individual school for specific
programs or the Exceptional Family Member
Program, Soldier and Family Support Center at 805
2967 for assistance.

SCHOOL AGE CHILD CARE

School age childcare is available on Ft. Belvoir
through Child and Youth Services. School Age
Services hours are from 0600 until bus departure, and
from bus arrival until 1800. Fees are based on family
income. The Y outh Center offers a free after school
program for middle school age children. The Central
Registration phone number for both programs is
(703) 805-9112/9114. Fairfax County Schools offer
childcare for elementary age children attending
kindergarten through sixth grade in most elementary
schools. Hours are 0715 until school starts, and from
school dismissal until 1815. Programs operate
summer, winter and spring. Fees are based on gross
household income. Contact (703) 449-8989 to enroll.
Prince William County offers childcare at 35
elementary schools from 0600 until school starts, and
after school is dismissed. Services are operated by
private day care providers licensed by the Virginia
Department of Social Services. Call (703) 792-6091
for more information.

If you are traveling by airplane, Reagan National
Airport is located approximately 12 miles from Fort
Belvoir and Dulles International Airport is located
approximately 33 miles from Fort Belvair.

If you are traveling by automobile and heading either
North or South on Interstate 95, take exit 166A
towards Newington/Fort Belvoir. Keep right at the



fork in the ramp. Merge onto Fairfax County
Parkway. Turn left onto John J. Kingman Rd to the
main gate entrance of DLA.

The Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) is a U.S.
Department of Defense (DoD) defense agency. The
DLA Director reports to the Under Secretary of
Defense and Acquisition, Technology and Logistics
through the Deputy Under Secretary of Defense
(Logistics and Materiel Readiness). DLA provides
the worldwide logistics support for the missions of
the Military Departments and the Unified Combatant
Commands under conditions of peace and war. It
aso provides logistics support to other DoD
Components and certain Federal Agencies, foreign
governments, international organizations, and others
asauthorized. DLA's origins date back to World War
Il when America's huge military buildup required the
rapid procurement of vast amounts of munitions and
supplies.

The Defense Logistics Agency is the largest agency
in the Department of Defense, with about 28,600
civilian and military personnel throughout the world.
The agency provides supplies to the military services
and supports their acquisition of weapons and other
materials.

MUST KNOW ITEMS

The McNamara Headquarters Complex (HQC) is a
concurrent federal jurisdiction area of the Fort
Belvoir Provost Marshal and the DSS Physical
Security Division.  The DSS Administrator is
responsible for maintaining order and discipline,
which includes control of vehicle movement and
parking. The DSS Physical Security Division assigns

parking based on the directions of the DSS
Administrator and is the only office authorized to
accomplish this function. Assignments are also
contingent on compliance with state and Military
District of Washington (MDW) vehicle registration
laws and regulations.

All DLA personnel must obtain a McNamara HQC
badge from the Pass & ID office and display the
badge at all times. To obtain this badge:

1. Fill out a DLA Form 1815 and have it signed by
your supervisor.

2. Bring the form to Personnel Security in Room
1515 for clearance verification.

3. After clearance verification, bring the form to the
Pass & 1D Office (room 1426) to obtain your badge.

Vehicle registration can be completed at the same
time a badge is issued. A McNamara HQC parking
decal will be issued and appropriately displayed on
the front bumper (driver's side) or on the top center of
the windshield.

1. State vehicle registration card

2. Drivers license

3. Proof of insurance

Fort A.P. Hill's 76,000 acres are dedicated to training
active and reserve-component units, along with
federal and state agencies. It is a sub-installation of
Fort Belvoir.  Located 20 miles southeast of
Fredericksburg and about 40 miles north of
Richmond, the post is easily accessible from Route
301 or Interstate 95.



Fort A.P. Hill was established as an Army training
facility on June 11, 1941. It was named in honor of
Lt. Gen. Ambrose Powell Hill, a Virginia native who
distinguished himself as a Confederate commander
during the Civil War. In its first year, the installation
was used as a maneuver area for the Il Army Corps
and for three activated National Guard divisions from
mid-Atlantic states.

In the autumn of 1942, A.P. Hill was a staging area
for the headquarters and corps troops of Maj. Gen.
George S. Patton's Task Force A, which invaded
French Morocco in North Africa. During the early
years of World War |1, the post continued to be a
training site for corps and division-size units.
Beginning in 1944, field training for officer
candidates and enlisted replacements from nearby
Forts Lee, Eustis, and Belvoir was conducted.

During the Korean War, Fort A.P. Hill was a major
staging area for units deploying overseas, including
the VIl Corps Headquarters and the 3rd armored
Cavalry Regiment. The fort was the major center for
Engineer Officer Candidate School training -- out of
Fort Belvoir -- during the Vietnam War.

Today Fort A.P. Hill is used year-round for all
purpose military training with more than 230,000
active and reserve troops training there annually.

Fort A.P. Hill is home to the National Boy Scout
Jamboree every four years, with a complement of
more than 30,000 scouts and 250,000 visitors. The
scouts use about 7,000 acres of the installation during
the two-week Jamboree. MWR programs include a
recreation center with billiards, table tennis, TV room
and equipment check-out. Other facilities include a
Nautilus room, gym, small swimming pool, free
weight room, multi-purpose tennis courts, volleyball
courts, golf driving range, fishing ponds, hunting,
picnic pavilions, a lodge and cabins and a family
camp for overnight accommodations. Other
programs such as Family Home Child Care, lending
closet, Army Community Service, child/youth
services, field trips, tickets, and tours are aso
available.

MWR programs serve approximately 49 soldiers and
186 civilians on a post which is 10 miles x 20 miles
covering one-third of Caroline County.

The nearest town is Bowling Green which is 2 miles
away, population 600. The closest commissaries and
exchanges are 40 minutes away at Dahlgren-Navy
and Quantico-Marines.

The speed limit on Fort Belvoir is 25 mph unless
otherwise posted. Speed limits are strictly enforced
using radar, especially in housing areas due to the
presence of children.

Individuals cited for amoving violation will receive a
United States Magistrate ticket, requiring either the
payment of afine or appearance in Magistrate Court.
Please obey all speed limits, traffic laws and signs.

VEHICLE REGISTRATION

New residents @erating a passenger car, pickup or
panel truck, or motorcycle which is currently



registered in another state or country and which
displays the license plate or plates issued for the
vehicle in the other state or country, may operate that
that vehicle within or partly within the
Commonwealth for the first thirty days of residency
in the Commonwealth without registering the vehicle
or paying any feesto the Commonwealth.

VIRGINIA DRIVER'S LICENSE

The active duty military member has the option of
maintaining the operator's license from his/her own
state or obtaining a new one from the "host" state in
which he is serving. If a Virginia driver's license is
sought, the military member will be required to pass
a written test, a vision test, and to surrender the
current license. It is suggested that service members
retain and renew the operator's license from the legal
Residence/home State to avoid having to obtain a
new license with every change of duty station and
move to another state.

Family members are NOT generally immune from
local state requirements by the Soldier' and Sailors
Civil Relief Act. Military members and their families
may drivein Virginiaif they hold avalid state license
from their legal residence, even if the vehicle they
driveisregistered in Virginia

DRINKING AND DRIVING LAWS IN VIRGINIA

You are legally considered to be driving under the
influence if your blood alcohol content (BAC) is
0.08% or higher. This also applies to boating under
the influence. If your driving isimpaired, you can be
convicted of driving under the influence with a blood
alcohol content lower than 0.08%.

If you are under the age of 21, driving with a blood
alcohol content of at least 0.02%, but less than
0.08%, will be punishable by afine of up to $500 and
asix month driver's license suspension.

The vehicle you are driving will be immediately
impounded or immobilized for 30 days if your
license has been suspended for an alcohol-related
offense and you are thereafter caught driving. The
court can impound the vehicle for an additional 90
daysfollowing conviction.

Anyone who knowingly permits operation of his/her
motor vehicle by a person known to have a revoked
or suspended license for an alcohol-related offense
can be charged with a Class 1 misdemeanor.

COUNTY DECAL

Personnel residing on Fort Belvoir, regardless of their
vehicle's state registration and ownership, do not
reguire a county decal and are not taxable. However,
a free Fairfax County decal will avoid having to
explain your exempt status to bcal police. Other
counties provide free stickers if the vehicle is titled
solely in the active duty member's name.

Vehicles routinely garaged/parked overnight in
counties surrounding Fort Belvoir require a county
decal even though military members are exempt from
having to pay personal property taxes. Depending on
the county, exempt active duty members may obtain
the decal either free or for a nominal administrative
fee. Non-exempt persons must pay a fee fixed by
each county.

WEAPON REGISTRATION

Military members and their families, who are
assigned, attached to or residing on Fort Belvoir must
register all privately owned firearms with the Provost
Marshall Office within 72 hours of being brought
onto the installation. Firearms that are legaly and
permanently stored off post are not required to be
registered on Fort Belvair.

Fort Belvoir is located approximately 15 miles
southwest of Washington, D.C., five miles from
Alexandria, VA, and next door to the community of
Mount Vernon, VA. Situated along the Potomac
River, Fort Belvoir is easily accessible whether
you'retraveling viaplane, train, or automobile.

Many Fort Belvoir families live off-post in nearby
communities. The living accommodations range
from apartments and single-family subdivisions to
upscale estates. The majority of Belvoir people live
in either Fairfax County or Prince William County.

Voting-Commonwealth of Virginia

To qualify to vote, you must be a U.S. citizen and
legal resident of Virginia, at least 18 years old by the
next general election, never convicted of a felony
crime and never adjudicated to be mentally
incompetent. Registration is permanent as long as
you vote at least once every four years to maintain a
correct address. Virginia residents do not declare
political party affiliations when registering.

Fairfax County

Fairfax County, formed in 1742, is rich in colonial
and Civil War historic sites, among which George
Washington's home at Mount Vernon is perhaps the
most famous. Within its borders lie three self-
governing towns and two autonomous cities.
Excellent major highways provide an access to the
Capital Beltway, and thus to all points in the Greater
Washington area.

Early residents of the county are among the most
famous in American history. George Washington
lived at Mount Vernon and served the colonies as a



military leader and the first elected president of the
new nation; George Mason--author of the state's first
congtitution, the Virginia Bill of Rights, and the
Fairfax Resolves--lived at Gunston Hall; Richard
Bland Lee--brother of Revolutionary War hero,
Henry "Light Horse Harry" Lee, uncle of Civil war
General Robert E. Lee, and a member of the first
United States Congress--built his home at Sully
Plantation.

The Civil War saw the county between two capitals--
Washington and Richmond--and in the thick of the
battle.

The 20th century brought growth and prosperity.
During the 1950s, the county, according to a local
paper, "shook off much of its farm beginnings and
took long steps toward becoming a giant urban
community.” In the 1960s, Fairfax joined the "jet
age' with the opening of Washington Dulles
International Airport.

Today, Fairfax County continues to blend the best of
its rich and colorful past with the advancement
capabilities of tomorrow. High tech firms stand
shoulder-to-shoulder with the colonia mansions of
our nation's forefathers. In Fairfax County, the best
of two worlds awaits.

With 399 square miles and a population of 850,000,
Fairfax County is the metropolitan area's largest and
most populous jurisdiction.

Prince William County

Prince William County, southwest of Washington,
was named for the son of King George Il of England
and was established in 1731. The county is situated
in northern Virginia and is bounded by the Potomac
River to the east, Fairfax and L oudoun countiesto the
north, Fauquier County to the west and southwest,
and Stafford County to the south. Prince William
County ranks as the sixth largest jurisdiction in the
Commonwealth of Virginia

Old plantations and farmlands remain as its heritage
from Revolutionary and Civil War days. Housing
starts have been running about 2,000 per year,
making the county one of the faster developing areas
of suburban Washington. The natural beauty of the
area attracts many tourists, and 800,000 of them visit
the 3,000-acre Manassas National Battlefield Park
each year. The U.S. Marine Corps Base at Quantico
has a staff of over 8,000 military and civilian
employees. In various stages are townhouses, light
industrial  and business parks, an equestrian
community, an 800-acre world class golf resort and
conference center on the northern shores of Lake
Manassas, a 514-acre commercial site adjacent to the
Manassas National Battlefield Park and doubling the
size of Manassas Mall--a total of 46 projects on more
than 5,000 acres in the County. Homes here average
$216,148 (eastern end), $217,362 (western end), less
than comparable housing in communities nearer
Washington, D.C.

County tax rates are established each year by the
Board of Supervisors. In addition, Prince William's
cities and towns may impose real, personal property
and certain excise taxes on their residents, including
district fire and rescue levies.

ACCREDITATION



New standards for accrediting public schools in
Virginiawere adopted in 1997. The Code of Virginia
requires that local school boards maintain schools
that meet the Standard of Accreditation (SOAS). Part
of the SOAs are related to the Standards of Learning
(SOLs). In 1995, the Virginia Board of Elucation
adopted SOLs in four core subject areas. English,
Mathematics, History and Social Science, and
Science. Schools will earn accreditation based on
their students' achievement on specially developed
tests related to the SOLs as well as on traditional
measures. SOL tests must be administered in grades
3, 5 and 8, and to students upon completion of
specific high school credit courses such as Algebra 1.
In addition, a technology test will be given to
students in grades 5 and 8. These test results will be
part of the criteria for promoting or retaining students
at the elementary level and for fulfilling high school
students' graduation requirements. Each school will
be fully accredited, provisionally accredited,
accredited with warning, or denied accreditation
based on the percentage of students passing the tests.
All  schools received automatic provisiona
accreditation in 1998. Provisional accreditation will
end in the 2002/2003 school year and full
implementaion of the accreditation program will

begin.

The 2003/2004 school calendar is similar in both
Fairfax and Prince William County School systems.

School starts 2 September with the Thanksgiving
break November 27,28. Winter break is from the end
of school on December 22 to January 2, with classes
beginning the 5th. Spring break for Fairfax County is
April 5 through April 9. Spring break in Prince
William County is from April 5th through April 12th
with school reopening April 13th. The last day of
school is scheduled for June 17th barring any weather
make up days.

The grading periods for Fairfax County Schools are
as follows. 1st reporting period is September 2
through October 31; the 2nd grading period is
November 5 through January 23; the 3rd is January
28 through April 1; and the 4th is April 12 through
June 17.

The grading periods for Prince William County
Schools are as follows: 1st reporting period is
September 2 through November 3; the 2nd grading
period is november 5 through January 23; the 3rd is
January 27 through April 1; and the 4th is April 13
through June 17.

Transportation:
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Transportation is provided for elementary students
who live more than one mile from school and for
middle and high school students living more than one
and a half miles from school or who would have to
walk hazardous routes.

Meals:

Food service programs are offered which meet the
nutrition standards provided in The Dietary
Guidelines for Americans. Breakfast can be
purchased in the mgjority of schools, and low cost
nutritious hot lunches are served. Free and reduced
price meals are avalable to students whose
households qualify under federal standards.

The DeWitt Health Care System

Fort Belvoir's DeWitt Army Community Hospital is
the central facility of a comprehensive health care
system serving military families residing in Northern
Virginia. In addition to the hospital, DeWitt operates
four community-based primary care clinics called
Family Health Centers. These clinics expand access
to medical care at no cost to active duty and retired
military personnel and their families. The DeWitt
Health Care System is wellness oriented, patient
focused and serves about 140,000 beneficiaries. Each
Family Health Center offers routine and acute care on
an appointment basis only (no walk-ins). Radiology,
laboratory, allergy and immunization, and pharmacy
services are also available at each clinic. Patients are
asked to register to a Family Health Center of their
choice and to use their designated clinic as the access
point when medical care is required. Registration
forms are available at each clinic and in the Service
Center at DeWitt Army Community Hospital.

The Family Health Center of Fort Belvoir is located
in the hospital. In addition to residents of Fort
Belvair, this clinic offers medical care to a limited
off-post population living in close proximity to the
installation.

The Family Health Center of Fort Myer islocated in

Andrew Rader U.S. Army Health Clinic, Bldg. 525
on Fort Myer. In addition to primary care Rader
Clinic offers limited speciaty care, including
Audiology, Nutrition, Optometry, Physical Exams
and Well Woman.

Two Family Health Centers are located in civilian
communities. The Family Health Center of Fairfax
serves the communities of Annandale, Centerville,
Fairfax, Vienna and portions of Burke and West
Springfield. The Family Heath Center of
Woodbridge is convenient for families residing in
Woodbridge, Lake Ridge and other areas south of the
Occoquan River, as well as southern portions of
Burke, Fairfax Station, Clifton and Springfield.
Although these two clinics are located in civilian
communities, they are military facilities and provide
care at no cost to the patient.

All Family Health Centers are open seven days a
week, including holidays. Same day appointments
are available for urgent (acute) care needs. Monday
through Friday, the clinics are open from 7 am. to 8
p.m. The Fairfax, Fort Myer and Woodbridge Family
Headlth Centers are open from 7 am. to 2 p.m. on
Saturday, Sunday and holidays. The Fort Belvoir
Family Health Center is open from 10 am. to 5 p.m.
on Saturday, Sunday and holidays. Active duty
personnel, with command approval, can also choose
to use one of the Family Health Centers for sick call,
same day appointments or their routine medical
needs. Signin for sick call is7 to 7:15 am., Monday
through Friday.

Mental health services are co-located with each
Family Health Center. Outpatient mental health and
access to the specialized mental health services in
local military medical centers is one of the benefits
available to military families in Northern Virginia
DeWitt is the designated site for Adolescent Partial
Hospitalization, an innovative program designed for
teens who do not need long term residential
treatment, but require nore intensive and structured
care than outpatient therapy. Adult inpatient and
partial programs are provided through Walter Reed
Army Medical Center. National Naval Medica
Center in Bethesda, MD provides adolescent
inpatient services. And, Malcolm Grow Medical
Center at Andrews Air Force Base offers substance
abuse inpatient and partial hospitalization programs.
Health Care Finders, located the Family Health
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Centers of Fairfax and Woodbridge, and in the
Service Center at DeWitt Army Community Hospital,
are available to assist patients with specialty referrals
to DeWitt and other local military facilities.

DeWitt Army Community Hospital is a 68-bed
hospital with an Intensive Care  Unit,
Medical/Surgicalk Ward, Labor and Delivery,
Mother/Baby Ward and Emergency Room. In
addition to the main pharmacy, DeWitt operates a
Pharmacy Refill Annex in Fort Belvoir's Main PX.
Specialty services at DeWitt include Allergy,
Audiology, Aviation Medicine, Cardiology,
Dermatology, Gastroenterology, General Surgery,
Neurology, Nutrition, OB/GYN,
Optometry/Ophthalmology, Orthopedics, Physical
Therapy, Podiatry, Respiratory Therapy, Sports
Medicine and Urology. One of the most popular
programs at DeWitt is the Well Woman Clinic,
designed to provide "one stop shopping” for healthy
women who require PAP exams, clinic breast exams,
birth control, hormone replacement therapy or
mammaograms.

As a partner in the Walter Reed Health Care System,
DeWitt is a component of a larger, integrated health
care delivery system offering access to the most
sophisticated, high tech specialty care.  Some
physicians assigned to Walter Reed aso have office
hours at DeWitt, providing expertise in areas such as
adult and pediatric cardiology, pulmonary, pediatric
endocrinology, gastroenterology, rheumatology and
complicated  adolescent  medicine. These
arrangements make specialty care more convenient
for military families in Northern Virginia.

Shuttle bus service between DeWitt, Rader Clinic
and Walter Reed Army Medical Center and the
hospital and Quantico Marine Base, makes obtaining
speciaty care a little less stressful. ~ DeWitt Army
Community Hospital is the only military inpatient
facility in Northern Virginia and operates a 24-hour
emergency room. The Emergency Room (ER) is
meant to serve patients with medical conditions that
pose a threat to life, limb or eyesight. Patients who
come to the ER with an emergent condition will
always get top priority for care.

The Extended Care Clinic (ECC), also located in the
hospital, is an extension of the ER. The ECC serves
patients with urgent (acute) needs only. Access to
the ECC is through the ER. Patients who are
screened by the ER may be referred to the ECC if
they have an urgent, rather than an emergent,
condition. Referral to the ECC allows patientsto be
seen in atimelier manner.



TRICARE During the past three years, DeWitt Army
Community Hospital and the Family Health Centers
prepared for the implementation of TRICARE by
initiating several new programs. In addition to the
Health Care Finders, DeWitt has successfully
established a network of civilian providers who are
willing to provide care to military families. A Nurse
Advice Line is available to assist beneficiaries in
becoming better health care consumers. This service,
available 24 hours a day, seven days aweek, linksthe
patient to a Registered Nurse through an "800"
telephone number. The Nurse Advice Line offers
patients help in making health care decisions or
information about a specific medical conditional.

As Of Feb. 1, 1998, retirees also have access to a
dental plan. Currently, Delta is mailing enrollment
packets to more than four million retirees and has
been overwhelmed by the response. Retirees who
have not received a packet can call (888) 838-8737,
or access Delta's web site to learn about the program
and enroll on-line.

Helpful Hints

1. Before making an appointment, make sure you are
enrolled and that, you have a copy of the booklet
explaining your plan. Active duty family members
should make sure that the monthly premium is listed
on their sponsor's Leave and Earning Statement
(LES) as a deduction. If there is no deduction, and
the sponsor has at least 24 months remaining on
active duty (or 12 monthsif returning from overseas),
he or she can enroll family members at any time
through the Personnel Office. Family members
become eligible for treatment on the first day of the
month after the deduction appears on the LES.
Retirees must pay four months of premiums at the
time of enrollment in the TRICARE Retiree Dental
Plan. This advance payment enables the retiree to
immediately participate in the program while an
alotment out of the retiree paycheck is being
established. Premiums are based on geographic
locations and, most importantly, all enrollees should
take advantage of those services that are fully
covered.

2. Find a participating dentist, or encourage your
current dentist to become a participating dentist.
Neither the active duty family member plan nor the
retiree plan requires participants to use certain
dentists. However, using a participating dentist may
save time, money and paperwork. Participating
dentists agree to fees that are approved by the
contractor (United Concordia for active duty families



and Delta Dental for retirees). When using
participating dentists, you will only be responsible
for the appropriate co-payment, if there is one.
Participating dentists also have their office staff file
your claim. Non-participating dentists may expect
you to pay the full amount at the time of your
appointment, and you may have to complete the
paperwork for a refund. You may aso have
additional out-of-pocket expenses when seeing non-
participating dentists since they are not obligated to
limit their charges to the contracted fees. Both
United Concordia and Delta Dental can provide a list
of participating dentistsin this area.

3. Make an appointment with your dentist. If you
have chosen a participating provider, verify that the
dentist is still participating and let them know you are
covered by the active duty plan or the retiree plan.

Those enrolled in the active duty family member plan
must take their sponsor's most recent LES to the
appointment to prove enroliment. Retirees can take a
copy of their completed enrollment form and check
indicating payment of the first four months of
premiums.

4. Discuss your portion of the cost of care before you
agree to treatment. Depending on what dental care
you need, your dental plan may cover 100%, 80%,
60% or 50% of the cost. Some dental services,

however, are not covered at all. For those treatments,
you will be responsible for the full cost. You should
always request a "pre-determination of benefits' for
expensive procedures and complex treatment plans.

5. File a claim for your treatment. Participating
dentists in both programs will file the claim at no
charge. A few weeks after your appointment you
will receive a "Dental Explanation of Benefits" from
the contractor. It will explain how your claim was
handled. You should keep this for future reference.
If you do not use a participating dentist, follow the
directions in your plan's booklet to file a claim
requesting reimbursement. It you have questions
about the process, you will avoid delays in claims
processing if you call the contractor before mailing
your claim.

6. Telephone numbers for additional questions. The
contractor is the best place to turn any time you have
guestions about your plan.

A Newcomers Orientation is held on the first

Recreation Center. Representatives from post
agencies and activities present information about the
Fort Belvoir community. This is a mandatory
briefing for military personnel. All new incoming
family members and civilians are encouraged to
attend.

The Relocation Readiness Program also provides

In Transit Emergencies

Exceptional Family Member Program

Household Goods I n-Bound Shipments

Shipping and receiving household goods and
baggage, entitlements and travel requests are handled
by the Joint Personal Property Shipping Office,
Washington (JPPSOWA).

Contact JPPSOWA as soon as possible after your
arrival even though you may not know the delivery
address for your personal property. JPPSOWA needs
atelephone number and/or address where you can be
reached on short notice.

As soon as you have a delivery address for your
personal property call JPPSOWA again and provide
thisinformation.

Household Goods Out -Bound Shipments

If on active duty, you may ship personal property
anytime after receipt of permanent change of station
orders. Contact JPPSOWA to schedule an
appointment.

Household Goods Claims

If you discover loss or damage, upon delivery, you
are required to list the loss or damage on the "Joint
Statement of Loss or Damage at Delivery" (DD Form
1840). The carrier or the carrier's representative will
provide you with thisform at the time of delivery. If
you discover additional loss or damage not annotated
on the DD Form 1814, you must use the "Notice of
Loss or Damage" (DD Form 1840-R) on the reverse
of the DD Form 1840. You have up to 70 days to
inspect your property and record all loss or damage.
In all instances the completed DD Forms 1840/1840R
MUST BE delivered to your local claims office NO
LATER than 70 days from date of delivery. Failure
to deliver the form or list all items may result in a
reduction of the amount payable on your claim.

You have TWO Y EARS from the date your shipment
was delivered to file your clam against the
government. However, to assure prompt settlement,
claims should be filed as soon as the damage or loss
is apparent. Bear in mind that you cannot legally
receive double payment for the same damage.
Should this happen you would be responsible for
returning any overpayment to the government.

If you sustain property loss or damage, promptly
contact the claims office for assistance.

Youth are placed in volunteer positions
with organizations such as Youth Services, Vet
Clinic, DeWitt Army Hospital, and various other
MWR activities. Other volunteer opportunities exist
throughout the year and include visiting nursing
homes, working with Special Olympics, making food
baskets for needy families at Thanksgiving, working
with various non profit organizations, sponsoring toy

drives, tutoring children, Kids fest activities, and
much more.

In addition, opportunities exist on post through
AAFES, the commissary, and NAF CPO. AAFES
hires teens as cashiers, stockers, customer service
representatives, and fast food workers. The
commissary employs baggers, while NAF CPO
employs teens for the clubs, and swimming pools as
lifeguards.

There exists, on Fort Belvoir, a high demand for
baby-sitters. In response to the demand, Youth
Services sponsors the American Red cross Baby-
sitters Course for youth ages 11 and older five times
ayear.

Youth Services is working with FMERP to provide

workforce prep training and opportunities. In the
springtime Y outh Services sponsors a teen workforce
prep workshop and job fair. Future plans are to
incorporate a Christmas teen job fair aswell.

Youth Centers

Youth Services offers comprehensive programs that
promote and foster social interaction, personal
growth and provides children opportunities to
develop educational and recreational skills. Youth,
6-19 years of age, are eligible to participate.
Participants must be family members of active duty
or retirees, reservists, Nationa Guards, and DoD
Civilians stationed at Fort Belvair.

Youth Programs provide age-appropriate activities
and support services that are balanced across four
service areas; sports, fitness and health options, life
skills, citizenship and leadership opportunities; arts,
recreation and leisure; mentoring and interventions
services.

Survival TipsFor First Termers

Survival Tipsfor First Termers Overview

Military families are very special and are admired by
many for their ability to make military life attractive.
We know though that this requires a great deal of
planning and solid preparation. Listed below are
some "Survival Tips' to help you and your family as
you face the challenges and opportunities of the
Mobile Military Lifestyle.

Before You Move

Any PCS move s going to cost money so start saving
now.

Get a sponsor at the new post. Your sponsor will
probably be able to answer alot of the questions you
are going to want to ask.

Contact the Relocation Assistance Program at Army
Community Service for relocation counseling, post
information, specific expenses of living in the new
area, Auto Map, post video and lots of other good
information. Ask if they have an Employment
Assistance Program at ACS if your spouse needs a
job.




Find out your new mailing address. Even if it isonly
your new unit or a Postal Service Center, you'll need
an addressin order to have your mail forwarded.

Send out change of address cards (can be picked up
at the Post Office) to credit card companies, loan
companies, magazines, banks, insurance companies
and anyone who owes you money or a deposit
refund. Go through your address book, your bills and
financial papers from the past couple of months and
make a list of company addresses, telephone and
account numbers, etc.

Leave a forwarding address with the post office or
Postal Service Center aswell as with your unit.

Gather all important papers, records, 1D cards, wills,
etc. and keep them handy throughout your move.

Talk to the staff at the finance center. They will
determine how much travel pay you will receive.
Talk with them about dislocation and temporary
allowance, etc.

Go through your household goods and get rid of
those things you no longer want or need. If you are
over your weight allowance, you'll have to pay for
additional shipping.

Talk with the billeting office about temporary
lodging after you clear your current quarters and
before you actually depart for your new duty station.

Get your children's school records or arrange for
them to be sent to their new school.

Get family medica records that may be held by
civilian doctors. Carry medical records with you if
special needs must be met enroute.

If you are renting an apartment or house off post,
arrange for an inspection after your household goods
are removed. Get an agreement in writing that any
deposit or damage money will be refunded.

If moving overseas, family, member's travel must be
approved through Personnel channels prior to travel.

Note: If you get married before you PCS, you
MUST inform your commander and follow the
procedures exactly as you are given them. The
military will not pay for travel and housing of your
spouse if you do not follow proper procedures.

After You Arrive

Visit the Military Personnel Office, 20th St.,Bldg.
213, and follow unit procedures for signing in.

Contact your sponsor and remember to report to
Billeting.

Notify the Transportation Office of your arrival so
you can arrange for delivery of household goods.

Go to Soldier and Family Support Center, Bldg
1001for community and post information/assistance.

Attend the Newcomer's Briefing held at Sosa
Community Center on the first Monday of the month
from 9:00-11:00am.

Travel Planning

Visit the Relocation Assistance Program at Army
Community Service for a SITES printout giving



phone numbers and information about your new post
and surrounding community.

Visit the Consumer Affairs and Financial Planning
Program at ACS to get help with getting your
finances and budget in order prior to the move.

Make reservations for billeting at the new duty
station by calling in advance as far ahead as possible.
This number islisted in the SITES booklet.

Get copies of orders for your family with all family
members listed.

Vehicle Ownership

Contact you automobile insurance company and find
out the car insurance rates for insurance on your
vehiclesfor the new installation.

Privately owned vehicles operated on Fort Belvoir or
other installations must be registered with the Provost
Marshal within 72 hours after arrival. Bring your
state vehicle registration card, driver's license and 1D
card to the vehicle registration office located in the
MP Station, Bldg. 1132

Any resident owner of any passenger car, pickup or
panel truck, or motorcycle which has a current
registration in another state or country and can be
operated in Virginia

Military members and their families may drive in
Virginia if they hold valid state licenses from their

legal residences, even if the vehicles they drive are
registered in Virginia

Housing and Billeting

Contact the Relocation Assistance Program at Army
Community Service to obtain SITES printout of the
new installation.

Using the telephone number provided (usually a DSN
or toll frees number) contacts the billeting office at
your new installation and make reservations.

If Billeting does not have available space for the date
of your arrival, ask Billeting for a list of hotels they
recommend, or contact the Relocation office for alist
of hotelsin the area.

If you must obtain temporary lodging while waiting
for on post housing and need household items while
awaiting arrival or delivery of your household goods,
visit the Lending Closet at Army Community
Service. See the category RELOCATION
SERVICES for additional information.

Money Matters

Relocation is expensive. The average military
member loses $2 for every $3 they spend due to poor
planning. Members must be prepared! Develop a
financial plan with the Financial Assistance Program
Manager at Army Community Service as soon as
possible. Careful planning will help you avoid severe
financial problems during the move.
